During the Fall of 1914 the 55th Infantry Division took part in the Lodz Operation, but due to the mistakes of the com-
manding officers in the course of the ten incomplete days of its combat life the division lost three regimental command-
ers, almost all its regular officers and more than 3/4 of its (Neznamov A. “The Strategy of Temperament”, 1921).
